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1. The first consideration is safety to the racers as well as to the public.

2. Actual dimensional specifications are left to the individual teams as long as they fall within these requirements:  3 – 5 ft. width, 5 – 7 ft. height, 3 – 5 ft. length, excluding pushing mechanisms.  This allows more originality and creativity in design; racers need to resemble a Classic Privy.

3. Weight not to exceed 350 lbs. per entry with a 100 lb. minimum.  All racers will be weighed prior to the race.

4. The preferred building material is, of course, wood.  New wood, barnboard, and roughsawn are all excellent.  Plywood and fiberglass (though less attractive) are also allowed.  Material must come within 6 in. of the ground on both sides and back.  Sheet metal and glass are prohibited both in the main structure as well as the roof.  All edges, joints, and corners – especially overhanging roofs – should be blunted, rounded, or otherwise made to be less dangerous in case of overturn.  Doors are not permitted, to give the public full viewing pleasure of the Kings or Queens on their thrones.

5. The unit may have an operable brake mechanism, but this is optional.  The unit may have a steerable front axle but this, too, is optional.  Through past experiences this has proven to be less desirable.

6. The wheel assembly should achieve a relatively low center of gravity.  The wheels may be carriage wheels, bicycle wheels, or any other appropriate type.  Full circle casters are prohibited although a front wheel that will pivot 15 degrees is permitted.  Wagons or other horse-drawn conveyances are prohibited.

7. Decoration should attempt to authenticate the real thing.  Cut out half-moons, roller with paper, corn cobs, Sears’s catalogs, etc., are welcome.  It is further recommended that these decorations be highly visible.  Advertisement is permitted.

8. All privys and teams are to be assembled at the McKnight lot by 10:00 a.m. for Pre-Race meeting with Race Officials on the morning of the race.  Each team is responsible for the security of their Privy.

9. A $20.00 entry fee is required along with the signed attached form.  Checks can be made payable to TISEC and sent to:

1. Teams are to consist of no more than six (6) persons.

2. Teams have the option of placement of pushers.  Throne person is only one permitted to ride on privy. 
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3. At marked intervals, the Privy must stop, and all team members must rotate to the next position.  No team member may assume same position more than once.  There will be two rotations.

4. The rider must be helmeted and with each rotation the helmet must be transferred to and worn by the new rider, prior to moving forward.  The type of helmet is to be one that is approved for highway use (DOT, must have a sticker) such as the motorcycle helmet of rigid construction, skid lids are acceptable. Helmet may Not be attached to privy in any manner.

5. Each team must stay in proper lane to avoid collision with other racers.  Any racer that overturns, it will be eliminated until next heat.  Any racer crossing into opposition lane it will be eliminated until next heat.  If racers collide on center line, race will be stopped and resumed at spot designated by the race officials.

6. Each heat will consist of two racers, the starting heat competitors are to be determined by number drawing.  The final race will be determined by Double Elimination.  Final results will be the Official Grand Privy Champion.

7. The final winner will receive the revolving trophy for the year, plus bragging rights and cash.  Second and third place cash.  All others will win the undying laughter of a lot of people.

Note:  The decision of the race officials is final.

           Any racer showing signs of intoxication will be disqualified.

           Release forms must be signed by all team members.  If under 18, parent of        guardian must sign.  Entry fees must be paid prior to the first race.
